The recentmarket downturn
has impactedmutual funds,
especially recently launched
equity new fundoffers (NFOs).
In recent years, fundhouses
have introduced several the-
matic and sector-focused
schemes, attracting significant
inflows.Many of these funds
are now facing losses,withnet
asset values (NAVs) falling
below the issue price.

“Nearly 90 per cent of the
NFOs launched in the past two
quarters fall into sectoral/the-
matic or passive index fund
category. The impact of the
recent sell-off has been seen
across themes like defence and
public sector undertakings
(PSUs) that attracted major
inflows before the broad mar-
ket correction. Factor-based
funds like momentum have
seen a drawdown of as much as
20 per cent in the past six
months,” says Anil Rego,
founder and chief executive

officer, Right Horizons.

RisksinNFOs
NFOs come with inherent risks
that investors should have con-
sidered before investing.
Unlike established funds, they
lack a track record. Smaller
assets under management
(AUM) can lead to higher
expense ratios in the initial
years, affecting returns.

Many investors have also
pouredmoney into high-risk
sectoral and thematicNFOs,
whichhave concentrated expo-

sure. Theirmandates prevent
fundmanagers fromshifting to
other sectors or themes if per-
formancedeteriorates. The per-
formance of sectors and themes
tends to be cyclical. Investors
who enter at the peak of the
cycle risk face years of under-
performance.

Assessfund’sriskprofile
Investors should evaluate
whether theNFO they invested
in alignswith their portfolio
and financial goals. “Investors
should first understand the
fund’s objective and style—
growth, value, passive, or active
—andwhether it alignswith
their risk tolerance and finan-
cial goals,” saysRavi KumarTV,
founder, GainingGround
Investment.

Risk appetite is another cru-
cial factor. Small-cap funds, sec-
toral and thematic funds, and
factor-based strategies like
momentum funds involve
greater risk.

“Sectoral and thematic
NFOs follow anarrow invest-
mentmandate, resulting in
concentrated exposures. They
requirewell-timed entry and
exit strategies. Investorswho
lack the expertise, time, or

effort to activelymanage such
investments should consider
diversified options,” saysRego.

Single-factor strategies also
require precise timing.Market
leadership rotates among fac-
tors—quality, value,momen-
tum, etc. If investors hold single-
factor funds, then theyneed to
time their entry andexit,which
manymaynot be capable of.
They should either exit these
single-factor funds or combine
four-five factors in aportfolio so
that oneor the other performsat
anygivenpoint.

Ifholdingadiversifiedfund
Investors in diversified equity
NFOs should assess their invest-
ment horizon. “Investors
shouldhave aminimumhold-
ing period of five to seven years
for equity-oriented schemes,”
saysRego. “For small-cap funds,
an even longer horizon—at
least 10 years— is advisable,”
says PankajMathpal,managing
director, OptimaMoney
Managers. If the investment
horizon is sufficient, investors
can consider investing in the
chosen category.

NFOorestablishedfund?
Investors must finally take a
call on whether to remain in an
NFO without a track record or
shift to an established fund.
Experts recommend choosing
a fund with a proven history.
“If a well-performing fund
with a strong track record is
available in the same category,
why not prefer that?” says
Mathpal.

The only reason to stay in
an NFO is strong confidence in
the fund manager’s ability to
deliver results.

India’s biggest telecom players,
Bharti Airtel and Reliance
Industries-backedJioPlatforms,

will soon bring billionaire Elon
Musk-led SpaceX’s Starlink satellite
services to India. According to ana-
lysts, the move could boost India’s
teledensity,especially inruralareas,
and may be an opportunity for
investors to add the two stocks on
dips for long-termgains

They,however,cautionedthat in
thenear term, ambiguityover regu-
latory framework may keep upside
in the stocks restricted.

“Long-term investors may find
attractive entry points in these
stocks amid market corrections.
Gradually adding these stocks
during dips can enhance portfo-
lio value, especially as telecom
expansion,5Gadoption,anddig-
ital initiatives drive sustained
growthprospects forBhartiAirtel
and Reliance Jio,” said Siddhesh
Mehta, research analyst at SAMCO
Securities. Earlier this week, Sunil
Bharti Mittal-led Bharti Airtel
announced its partnership with
SpaceX to bring Starlink’s high-
speed internet services to its cus-
tomers in India.

Mukesh Ambani-backed Jio
Platforms also announced a similar
agreement with SpaceX, revealing
that Reliance Jio will not only offer
StarlinkequipmentatJio’sretailout-
lets but also establish a mechanism
to support customer service instal-
lation and activation. Citi Research
analysts said the deals would be
more suited for servicing remote
rural areas with coverage gaps than
high-densityurbanareaswheresat-
ellitesmaynot be able tomatch ter-
restrialnetworksintermsofcapacity
andcoverage.

That apart, both the telecom
playerscouldusethispartnershipto

expand their business-to-business
(B2B)connectionsandrelatedoffer-
ings to enterprises and businesses
in areas that otherwise lack
fibre/fixed wireless access (FWA)
connectivity, analysts said.

While the move remains sen-
timentally positive as tying up with
Starlink,ratherthancompetingwith
it had it come on its own in India,
has tilted the scales in the favour of
Airtel and Jio, analysts say it is too
early to cheer the wins amid regu-
latoryhurdles andpricingpressure.

The agreements are contingent
upon obtaining necessary regu-
latory approvals from the govern-
ment, which has earlier expressed
concerns over its privacy policies,
theysaid. India’scost-sensitivemar-
ket, theyadded,presentsachallenge

as Starlink’s global pricing is
significantlyhigher thanlocal inter-
net rates. According to an analysis
byJMFinancial,Starlink (andother
satcom companies) have globally
pricedsatellite internetplansat$10-
500 per month, excluding the one-
time cost for hardware (which is
$250-380). This is 7-18 times more
expensive than Indian telcos’ home
broadbandplans that start from$5-
7/month, said thebrokerage.

Bernstein thinks Starlink’s price
is almost 10-14x higher than India’s
major broadband providers. The
current price, they said, is high,
especiallyforthetargetruralmarket.
“Unless the Indian government
offers subsidies to LEO players,
Starlink may struggle to compete
withaffordablealternatives,” it said.

Starlink’s satellite internet use
case, thus, will focus on providing
networktoruralandremoteregions,
complementing Bharti/Jio Fiber
andAirFiberbroadbandbusiness, it
said. “We believe the agreement
seems limited to Bharti/Jio distrib-
uting Starlink’s satellite broadband
servicesviatheirextensiveretailnet-
work, mostly to B2C and B2B cus-
tomers in rural and remoteareas, in
returnforsomedistributionincome.
However, the direct contribution to
their overall revenue is likely to
remain limited,” it added.
